XP Update process when you have a fast Internet connection…

This document shows what you would see if the automated method of software updates were working in XP…

First you would get a new icon in the system tray telling you that there are new updates available:
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You would click on the text of the pop-up message to launch the following window:
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You would then hit Start Download

At this point it becomes very bizarre because you don’t see anything happening, the download of the update happens in the background with absolutely now warnings!  It’s crap and the reason why I sent you instructions on how to do it the other way (via Internet explorer).

However, after a while you will see:
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Updstes for your computer have been donrioaded from
Viindows Update, Clck here to review these updates and
instal them,





At this point you would click on the text of the pop-up message to launch an installation dialog box (I don’t have a screen shot but it will be the same as the one in the other document I sent you).  You would then select install.  You would see the following:
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You would then get a message telling you that the update has finished and whether or not a reboot is required.
